>f a difficult budget season. Because our City goals and values are reflected in the way
we spend taxpayer dollars, we take budgeting very seriously. Yes, our City is also hurt by
he economy and state fiscal crisis. So prioritizing services and programs is essential to
inancial health. In times of crisis, we focus on the fundamentals. The good news is that
he City will be providing jobs and economic value through road and utility projects (not
lunded from the General Fund) scheduled later this year.

2. Vouchers will have a value of
$25.00. Last year the voucher
amount was open. To receive a
larger number of vouchers, a dollar
limit had to be applied this year.
Any amount over the $25.00 will be
the responsibility of the voucher
holder.

3. The vouchers will be good at the
transfer station for one week after
the event, until May 3, 2003.

4. Allloads must be tarped. There will
be fines issued for untarped loads.

Warm Weather Means Mowing

It’s hard to believe that mowing season is almost here. We would like to remind
everyone to PLEASE not biow, rake or place your grass clippings in the street. This can
cause the catch basins to get clogged up, which leads to flooding when it rains, and
allows chemicals and other poliutants to enter streams and rivers.

We have also had problems with people dumping grass clippings and other debris in
and around our detention ponds. If you see anyone dumping in these water quality
facilities or other public property, please call Public Works at 503-657-8241 or Code
Enforcement at 503-657-0891.

How to Check Your Sprinkler System

Now is the time to start checking your sprinkler system for a peak summer perfor-
mance — it’s one of the most important things you can do to keep your system operating
efficiently.

Because automatic sprinkler systems often come on in the early morning hours —
unobserved by their owners — leaks and other problems can go unnoticed for long

periods of time — wasting water and

damaging plants. By taking the time to

check, repair, and adjust the sprinklers at
the beginning of the watering season — and
making periodic checks throughout the
summer — you can be sure your plants are
being watered properly, without wasting
water.

Spring Checklist:

1. Close all manual drains — the sprinkler
system was probably drained last fall —
and make sure that none of the manual
drain valves have been left open.

2. Slowly open the main valve and allow
the mainline piping from the main valve
to the backflow prevention to fill with
water.

3. Have the backflow prevention assembly
tested by a state certified tester — many
local water providers can supply a list of
testers. [Atmospheric Vacuum
Breaker’s (AVB’s) do not require a test].
Contactthe City for requirements.

4. Pressurize the mainline from the
backflow prevention assembly to the
control valves — have one of the control
valves open while you do this so that air
trapped in the piping can escape through
the sprinkler heads as the pipes fiil with
water.

5. Most important! Run the entire
sprinkler system, one zone at a time. As
you do this, check the following: Signs
of leakage, caused by damage to the
heads or piping during the winter
months and repair as needed. Spray
pattern of the sprinklers can be
inefficient. Sometimes nozzles get
clogged and need to be cleaned. Also,
nozzles and sprinkler may need
adjustments to reduce overspray onto
walks, driveways, etc. Interference of
the spray pattern can occur if plants
have been moved, play equipment has
been installed, or if plants have just
grown too tall. Adjusting the sprinklers
to accommodate the changing land-
scape will eliminate dry spots and
puddling caused by blocked spray.
Overgrown grass can impede spray
heads — make sure to keep yours
trimmed. Also, check for leaning spray
heads.

By following these simple guidelines,
you can have a healthy lawn and garden
all summer — while conserving water!

Going on Vacation?

Everyone looks forward to going on vacations. Unfortunately, this can be a
favorable time for a burglar to strike, especially if there are “tell tale” signs of
your home being unoccupied. Whether gone for a day or a couple of weeks, The
Oregon City Police Department, encourages you to take the following precau-
tions to help ensure a happy return home.

e Check all doors and windows to make sure they are securely locked. If any
locks need to be replaced or reinforced, make these improvements before
you leave.

e Use automatic timers on interior lights. A timer can also be used on a
portableradio.

e Usephotoelectric cells (which screw into the light socket) on exterior lights.
These devices will “automatically” turn lights on/off depending on the level
of darkness.

¢ Ifyouwill be gone for an extended period of time, arrange to have your lawn
mowed. Itis also a good idea to ask a neighbor to park a car in your driveway
and to use your garbage container.

¢

e Make sure items such as children’s
toys, ladders, lawn furniture, etc.
are putaway.

e A trusted neighbor should be: (1)
informed of your vacation plans--
when you are leaving and expected
return; (2) left with a key to your
home, so the position of curtains
and blinds can be changed; (3)
asked to pick up newspapers, mail,
etc. and place them in the house.

e Inform neighbors on all four sides
of when you’ll be gone so that a
complete look-out is maintained.
Be selective, however, in announc-
ing your plans to anyone else.

e Ifyou have an alarm system, make
sure it is activated when you leave.
Leave the alarm key with a neighbor
and show them how to tum the
system on and off.

Is it okay touse hot water from the tap
for cooking or preparing baby formula? It
is recommended to use cold water only.
Why? Hot water can contain impurities
such as rust, copper, and lead from the
building’s plumbing system and hot
water heater. This is because hot water
dissolves these contaminants more
rapidly than cold water. It is also a good
idea to let the cold water run from the tap
for atleast 15 seconds if the faucethas not
been used for more than six hours.
