Description of Physical and Landscape Features:

This 1-1/2 story transitional of rectangular plan features asphalt shingle siding over the original siding. Window s are original 1/1 w ood double-
hung. A hipped-roof porch distinguishes the entry. The window s are 1/1 w ood double-hung. The porch steps and foot door appear to have beer
altered. An inset porch w ith adjoining 3-sided bay gives the house a Queen Anne feel. Turned Tuscan columns are a character-defining feature.
The house features a skylight and a diamond w indow . There is a garage beneath the house.

Statement of Significance:

This house w as built by George and Mary Randall and is similar to the residence constructed at 807 5th Street about the same time. George
Randall w as born in England in 1841 and at age 16, w orked his w ay across the Atlantic Ocean as a cabin boy. After being employed in
Connecticut mills for a few years, Randall brought his mother, sisters and younger brother to the United States. In 1868, he and his w ife Mary
Ann came to Oregon via the Isthmus of Panama. The Randalls' daughter Lottie Craw ford inherited the property and moved it in approximately
1924.
