This 1-1/2 story side-jerkinhead bungalow has a rectangular plan and sits on a poured concrete foundation. The jerkinhead roof is covered in 
composition shingles with eave returns, has a large shed roof dormer, and is pierced by a chimney. The house is covered in stucco. Windows are 
multi-pane over one wood double-hung. The gable roof entry porch has eave returns and is supported by broad columns.

The detached garage is also covered in stucco.
