608 1st Avenue
Interior lot of 1st Avenue between Jerome Street and Apperson Streets. Abuts an alley. Adjacent to the Southern Pacific Railroad tracks (and all properties along 1st Avenue are owned by the Railroad). Waterfront property.
Statement of Significance: Elbin (Eldon) Long was a boom man for Crown Willamette Paper Company in 1916. His wife’s name was Ada. He was the son of Thomas and Elizabeth Long (309 S. McLoughlin Boulevard), born in Oregon in 1858. This was a typical Oregon City bungalow, but alterations on the south have given it a somewhat ungainly appearance.
