SUMMARY: 
The City approved a 20 Lot subdivision in the R-3.5 zone, including retention of existing home. The appellant has standing to appeal by submitting the development application and is appealing the conditional approval of GLUA-19-00030/ SUB-19-00003 due to:

· The width of the public utility easement (PUE); and

· Storm drainage options available to treat the onsite and off-site improvements

DECISION OF THE CITY COMMISSION: The City Commission’s review of the Community Development Director’s decision is limited to the issues raised in the notice of appeal based on evidence that was already in the record. The City Commission heard the Appeal, AP 20-01, at the April 1, 2020 City Commission meeting and voted 5-0 to approve the appeal with amended conditions and findings in the revised staff report dated 4.1.2020 for Planning File GLUA-19-00030/SUB-19-00003.  
Pursuant to OCMC 17.50.030(B), the city commission decision is the city's final decision and is subject to review by the land use board of appeals (LUBA) within twenty-one days of when it becomes final.

Excerpt of Revised Conditions of Approval
[image: image1.png]The applicant will be required to provide street improvements along the frontage of the
property in accordance with the realignment of the Lazy Creek Lane ROW. Along Lazy Creek
Lane the following will be required on the north side of the centerline: 25 feet ROW consisting
of 16 feet pavement, 0.5 feet curb, 5 feet sidewalk and 3.5 feet public access behind the
sidewalk. Along Lazy Creek Lane the following will be required on the south side of the
centerline: 10.25 feet ROW consisting of 816 feet pavement, 0.5 feet curb and 2 feet public
access behind the curb-and-a-9-feet-widelandsecape/planterarea. (DS)





[image: image2.png]27. The engineered drainage plans and drainage report shall comply with the current version of the
Public Works Stormwater and Grading Design Standards. All publicly owned stormwater ponds
shall be located in a separate tract dedicated to Oregon City for stormwater facilities. Open
ponds shall not be located in dedicated public road right-of-way areas. —(DS)
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
