Proposal to add a second driveway to 125 Molalla Ave. 

A. The modification meets the intent of the standard, yes. If the intent of the zone is to increase density and usable function of properties in the muc-1 zone. I am not trying to add a driveway in the area not approved for access, but shift activity away from Molalla Ave. 
1.  On its own, new driveway location meets all applicable land use criteria.  
2.  Any and all use shifted to new location will decrease usage from less desirable current location adjacent to Molalla Avenue.
3. Since there is no parking in front of proposed curb cut there will be no change to current street parking. The current garage has always been accessed off Willamette Ave. Along with every other garage on this street.  

B. The modification provides safe and efficient movement of pedestrians, motor vehicles, bicyclists and freight; yes
1.  On its own, new driveway location meets all applicable land use criteria.  
2.  Any and all use shifted to new location will decrease usage from less desirable current location. 

C/D. The modification is consistent with an adopted transportation or utility plan; and
The modification is complementary with a surrounding street design; or, in the alternative;
1. The garage that is here was built to be accessed from Willamette Ave.
2.  If I have to alter the original layout (garage access from Willamette), then the new garage would be facing Molalla Ave. therefor increasing congestion, not reducing it. 

 The following properties are within 300 feet of 125 Molalla Ave. 
121 Molalla Ave. No Curb on entire street. This property also has higher usage 4 plex. 
124 Molalla Ave. This property has three entrances. One on Molalla two on side street.
107 Molalla Ave. This property has three entrances. Two on Molalla one on side street.
122 Molalla Ave. This property has no curb. 
4. All neighbors that I have asked directly would not abject to curb cut.
5. Addition of driveway curb cut will not affect any aspect of Willamette Street. It will remove some activity from current location close to Molalla Ave and move it further away. It will not have any negative impact. Current entry is allowing parking off Willamette St. Willamette only has parking down one side of it. If current access were closed and shifted to new location it would be detrimental to entire neighborhood. It would shift all parking to a crowded street with not enough parking. Garage only supports one vehicle so any other usage would be shifted to the street.

C. One driveway may be allowed per frontage, unless otherwise restricted. In no case shall more than two driveways be allowed for any single-family attached or detached residential property, duplex, 3—4 plex, or property developed with an ADU or internal conversion with multiple frontages, unless otherwise approved by the city engineer.
